	Black Dam &  Crabtree Nature Park
	Multiple  dates from November  to  March each year
	Path clearing and laying chippings,  woodland undergrowth clearing and processing  small wood products

	Nature Conservation Areas of Down Grange Park
	Multiple  dates from October to  March each year

	Requires only use of  hand tools i.e. bow saws, loppers shovels, barrows etc.

	Millfield  Nature Reserve
	Up to  2 sessions per year between October  and  December
	Path preparation and  chipping, invasive  scrub species control

	7. Old Down  & Beggarwood 
	Old Down Wildlife Park &  Beggarwood Park
	Up to 2 sessions per year  between October and December
	Path preparation and  chipping, invasive  scrub species control

	Wild Flower Seed Project
	Various wildflower meadows in Basingstoke
	Multiple  occasions July -  October each year
	Collecting  wildflower seed species by species on site and later  processing seed ready for  sowing /storage
	Suitable for  teenage and female teams, however weather dependent -

outdoor  sessions only on dry and sunny  days, seed processing indoors on separate  dates from August to October
